(rules for calculating the result of studies)

1. The final result of studies is calculated on the basis of:

1.1 an arithmetic mean of grades of all examinations and credits for courses ending without an examination, obtained during the entire course of studies (including fail grades),

1.2 the final grade for a diploma thesis,

1.3 the final grade for the diploma examination (for the field of nursing and medical rescue, the final grade of the diploma examination means an arithmetic means of grades obtained in theoretical and practical part of the examination),
1.4 the final grade for the artistic examination (applies to artistic fields of study).

2. The result of the studies is

a) the sum of: 0.6 of the grade referred to in par. 1.1, and 0.2 of the grade referred to in par. 1.2, which is the average of grades for the diploma thesis given by the thesis supervisor and the reviewer, and 0.2 of the grade referred to in par. 1.3, excluding artistic fields of study, medicine and veterinary medicine,
b) the sum of: 0.6 of the grade referred to in par. 1.1, and 0.2 of the grade referred to in par. 1.2, which is the average of grades for the diploma thesis given by the thesis supervisor and the reviewer, and 0.1 of the grade referred to in par. 1.3, and 0.1 of the grade referred to in par. 1.4 for artistic fields of study,

c) the grade referred to in par. 1.1 – for medicine and veterinary medicine fields of study.

3. For graduates of a higher education institution in which a grading scale with the highest grade of 5.50 or 6.00 is used ‑ the qualification procedure takes into account the result of studies calculated according to the following principle: 

a) for the grading scale with the highest grade of 5.50 – the result of studies is divided by 1.1,

b) for the grading scale with the highest grade of 6.00 – the result of studies is divided by 1.2. 
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
